It is nice to hear that our school is good and that
it is possible to learn from us. It is also nice to see that all work done at school has good results and that we
can share good examples of practice.

On the other side, the benefits for us are numerous. We had the opportunity to share knowledge and
practices with our Portuguese colleagues and with French colleagues who were participating in another
Erasmus project that our school was hosting at the same time.The atmosphere in school has become
different, more colleagues have been involved, students have become open towards different cultures and
languages, and the visit of European teachers has been a benefit for our entire community.
